LIFTING CAPABILITIES

The Manual ToteWheelchair Carrier isdesigned for amaximum weight allowance of 100 |bs. (45.35kg).
Under no circumstances should the Manual Tote be madeto exceed thisweight limit. Subjecting thewheelchair
carrier tothestrain of carrying morethanitisdesigned to may causeit tofail, resulting in damageto themanual
wheechair and/or theuser. Refer to themanua whee chair owner’ smanud for information ontheoveral weight of
thechair.

WARNING! Prevent vehicle damage! Do not exceed the load limits of your vehicle or hitch
system as specified by the vehicle manufacturer.

WARNING! Adding accessories will increase the weight of your wheelchair. Verify with

your authorized Pride Provider that the total weight of your wheelchair, including additions,
does not exceed the maximum weight allowance.

WARNING! The Manual Tote is intended for the transport of unoccupied manual wheelchairs
only. Attaching anything other than a manual wheelchair to the carrier is done at the user’s
own risk. Pride accepts no liability for damage or injury resulting from such use.

INSTALLATION

Your Manual Tote Wheelchair Carrier isdesigned to be mounted to avehicle hitch system. Beforeinstallation,
ensurethat the hitch showsno signsof rust or wear and that thefront and rear vehi cle suspensionisacceptable. If
any vehicledterationsare necessary, make surethat you fully understand theinstructionsfor drilling or cutting
beforemaking any dterations.

visual inspection that there are no obstructions in the path of the drill bit, such as the fuel

INSPECTION

Beforeusing the Manua Tote Wheelchair Carrier, check the devicefor wear or damage. Contact your authorized
Pride Provider for repair or replacement. Regularly inspect themetal componentsfor scratches. Treat any problem
areaswitharust inhibitor or metal sealant.

TRANSPORT VEHICLE PRECAUTIONS

WARNING! Make sure your vehicle is parked on flat, level ground before attempting to
load or remove a wheelchair onto or from the carrier.

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I11. INSTALLATION

MANUAL TOTE WHEELCHAIR CARRIER INSTALLATION

TheManual ToteWheelchair Carrier isdesigned to beeasily installed into any vehicle equipped withaClass 1,
Class 2, or Class 3 hitch receiver. The hitch receiver should beinstalled no morethan 20in. (50.8 cm) fromthe
bottom of the hitch tubeto the ground. If your vehicleisequipped withaClass2 or Class 3 hitch tubereceiver, a
Class 1 hitch adapter will need to beinstalled. Contact your authorized Pride Provider for moreinformation.

NOTE: Once installed, the wheelchair carrier may obstruct the view of the vehicle license plate.
Research the local laws for license plate obstruction in your area and install the optional license
plate kit if necessary. Contact your authorized Pride Provider for more information.

WARNING! Prevent product and/or vehicle damage! The Manual Tote should be installed
by an authorized service technician only.

Follow these stepstoinstall the Manual Tote:
1. Install the hitch tube adapter into the vehicle hitch tube receiver. Insert the bolt from the passenger’sside
through to thedriver’sside of the hitch. Seefigure 1.

WARNING! Threading the hitch bolt from the wrong side or allowing the bolt to turn while
tightening the nut will dislodge the threaded insert in the hitch tube.

2. Removethe pre-assembled mounting hardwarefrom the carrier framehitch plate.
3. Liftthecarrier frameand didethecarrier framehitch plate over the hitch tube adapter.
4. Securethecarrier frametothehitch tubeadapter with the previoudy removed mounting hardware. Seefigure 2.

WARNING! Lifting weight beyond your physical capability can result in personal injury.
/f\ Ask for assistance if necessary when attaching the carrier frame to the hitch receiver.

WARNING! Avoid pinch points! Do not hold the carrier frame by the pivot points when
mounting the carrier frame to the hitch receiver.

5. Attachthecarrier platformtothecarrier framewith the supplied hardware. Do not fully tighten the hardware.

NOTE: You may need to raise and lower the carrier platform a few times before achieving the proper
amount of pressure needed for secure transport (refer to step 5). Once the correct platform height is
achieved, fully tighten the platform mounting hardware.

13. Attach the securement strap to the securement arm (seefigure 5) and note thetension in the strap. If the
strap isloose, adjust the height of the strap on the securement strap adjustment bracket until the proper
tensionisachieved.

WARNING! Make sure the wheelchair is properly secured to the carrier before transport. It
f is the responsibility of the carrier user to ensure proper wheelchair securement.

WARNING! Keep hands and fingers clear of pinch points when raising/lowering the carrier
platform.
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V. PRODUCT INFORMATION

CARE AND MAINTENANCE

Your wheelchair carrier requiresaminimal amount of careand maintenance. If you do not feel confident inyour
ability to perform the maintenancelisted bel ow, you may schedul e ingpection and maintenance at your authorized
Pride Provider. Thefollowing areasrequire periodic ingpection and/or care and maintenance.

90-Day Maintenance Schedule

B Apply al-wegther lithium greaseto the pivot pointsof thewheelchair carrier.

B Torquethehitch balt.

B Check thewheelchair carrier for loose or damaged parts. Have your authorized Pride Provider repair or
replace any problem partsbeforeusing thecarrier.

General Cleaning Guidelines
Thewheelchair carrier can be hand washed a ong with the vehi cle with soap and water. However, automatic drive-
through car washes should be avoided asthey may interferewith and cause damageto thecarrier.

Carrier Platform/Metal Components

B Check the carrier platform for wear or damage. Contact your authorized Pride Provider for repair or
replacement.

B Thecarrier platform surface may become dippery if exposed to moisture (ice, snow, rain, mist/spray condi-
tions, etc.). Use caution when loading/unl oading awheel chair in these conditions and wipe off any excess
moisturefrom the platform.

B Regularly ingpect themetal carrier componentsfor scratches. Treat any problem areaswith arust inhibitor or
metal sealant.

If your wheel chair carrier isexhibiting wear that you fedl isquestionablein any way, contact your authorized Pride
Provider immediately. Do not attempt to repair, adjust, or modify the manufacturer settingsand materials.

TROUBLESHOOTING
Any mechanica deviceoccas ondly requiressometroubleshooting. However, most of the problemsthat may arise
can usually be solved with abit of thought and common sense.

What if thecarrier platform doesnot lower completely totheground?

B Verify that thehitch receiver isat the proper height. The distance from the bottom of the hitch to the ground
should not exceed 20in. (50.8 cm).

B Check to make surethat theareaunder the carrier platformisfreefrom obstructions.

What if thecarrier bottomsout when driving over bumpsor driveway entrances?
Verify that the hitch receiver isat the proper height. The distancefrom the bottom of the hitch to the ground should
be20in. (50.8cm).
